Alain Tessier Quits

Alain Tessier, a French swimmer, had to quit swimming across the Pacific Ocean last week after he 
had already completed more than 2,700 km. ‘I’m very disappointed that I couldn’t go on. I hadn’t 
reached my physical limits yet,’ Tessier told journalists. He still remembers how sad he was during 
his swim across the Atlantic Ocean ten years ago when he seriously injured his shoulder. ‘This 
time I only expected to be exhausted at the end, no other problems,’ said Tessier. But when he 
and his support team on the boat got close to Hawaii, a powerful storm hit them. They all had to 
hide inside the boat. Many members became really sick because of the waves and although they 
were all fine again quite quickly, the boat was not. ‘When I saw the damage, I knew the swim was 
over. Although I really wanted to continue, I couldn’t do it without my support team,’ says Tessier.

Rare Tree-Kangaroo

In New Guinea, there lives a creature called a Wondiwoi tree-kangaroo. It is a kangaroo which 
can climb a tree as fast as a monkey but don’t expect it to look like one. A Wondiwoi tree-
kangaroo has been seen only twice, most recently by English botanist, Michael Smith. He saw 
one by chance while exploring New Guinea last summer and managed to take photos of it. 
He then offered the photos to National Geographic, which published them. Michael Smith is 
the first person to see a Wondiwoi tree-kangaroo since German biologist Ernst Mayr saw one in 
1928. In fact, Mayr was the first person ever to see the animal. He described it and added: ‘It was 
the largest animal living in the trees of New Guinea. Although it looked strong, I was sure that 
if it got off the tree, it would be attacked by much larger animals living on the ground in New 
Guinea.’ Scientists hope a Wondiwoi tree-kangaroo will be seen again soon.
